CHILDREN’S MESSAGE

AS WE GATHER

The God who created everything out of nothing is the same God who continues to work through humanity.
Moses begged God to take away the burden of his leadership responsibilities. Instead of removing Moses
from his call, God provided further evidence of his providence and care. When the disciples saw a man not
of their group cast out demons, Jesus assured them it was good and right.



FIRST READING: Numbers 11:4-6, 10-16, 24-29

*The rabble that was among {the Israelites} had a strong craving. And the people of Israel also wept again
and said, “Oh that we had meat to eat! °We remember the fish we ate in Egypt that cost nothing, the
cucumbers, the melons, the leeks, the onions, and the garlic. °But now our strength is dried up, and there
is nothing at all but this manna to look at.”

"Moses heard the people weeping throughout their clans, everyone at the door of his tent. And the anger of
the LORD blazed hotly, and Moses was displeased. **Moses said to the LORD, “Why have you dealt ill
with your servant?

The ELCA threatened law suits and their
pastor left. It was difficult. The congregation did successfully leave the ELCA and join the NALC. They ;have some
grant money that they need to refund of the ELCA so they have financial challenges, but they are a great group of people

and determined to do ministry.
