Spirit. In the New Testament, Jesus is often portrayed as “wisdom,” which connects Jesus, the 

incarnate Word, to the creation at the beginning of time. It was upsetting to Jesus’ antagonists that he 

equated himself to God, even going so far as to say that before Abraham was alive, He existed.
